The Annual Meeting of Gillingham Parish Council on Wednesday 3rd May, 2017, followed on from the Annual Parish Meeting.
 

BUSINESS TRANSACTED

The meeting was chaired by Rae Massingham

 
Parish Ten – Five people attended.  The Church Road area is still the site of noise and anti-social behaviour.  Clerk to contact the elected county councillor and ask for more pressure to be brought on the police and Highways to reposition signs..  Clerk to ask if a PCSO can attend one of the council meetings.  Litter on Church Road still a problem.
In response to a question from the public, the clerk was asked to make it clear that if there are objections to a planning application it is up to the individual to register their concerns with the parish council BEFORE the application is approved.  Unless the application appears to be contentious or unreasonable the council will not investigate further. 
Minutes of Last Meeting and Matters arising - details of the Local Emergency plan were deemed a good idea by the councillors and further action required.  Cllr Black said that the Litter Pick had been fruitful and the last of the litter they had targeted had been removed from near the river.

Election of Chairman – Cllr Black proposed Rae Massingham – seconded by Cllr Buggs-Davison.  The chairman said he would be happy to continue for another year. 
Election of Vice-Chairman – Cllr Buggs-Davison proposed Cllr Thrower – seconded by Cllr Hoare.  In the absence of other proposals, Mrs Thrower said she was happy to continue in the role.
Election of Responsible Financial Officer (Clerk)  - The clerk was proposed to continue in the role by Cllr Ward and seconded by Cllr Buggs-Davison.

Minutes of Last Meeting and Matters arising – The council approved of the idea of an Emergency Plan and the clerk would progress this.  The litter pick had now been completed on this occasion by the removal of the last lot of litter from the river bank. Reports of the church becoming overgrown again – with children running over graves – clerk to contact the Archdeacon  Clerk to ask if the Rangers can repair the deep wheel marks in the grass near the village sign.
