Parish Ten - parishioners slot. :   Two members of the public attended.  County Councillor Mrs Stone confirmed that work on a new roundabout at Hales would be starting soon.  Loddon would also be having one to help ease the increased traffic flow of the new housing estate.    Mrs Stone has supplied her annual report which is available to view on the parish council website.  The path over Gillingham Dam has been resurfaced.  People are reminded that this is a cycle route and not a dedicated cycle path.  Anybody using it needs to remain vigilant regarding the traffic as there is no speed restriction there.  Parents are reminded that this is not a suitable path for inexperienced child cyclists to use.

Cllr Mrs Thrower said that she could not understand the X2 bus being cancelled on the day of the Bungay Marathon as cars, under guidance, still seemed to be using the route – clerk to check out if cancellation was really necessary.

Bin lorries are still struggling to get to the school because of a white van – clerk to speak to Highways.
