Minutes of the Last Parish Council Meeting - The minutes from the April 2018 meeting were approved by the council and signed by Councillor Massingham.  No matters arising.


Village upkeep
The problem of standing water on the road outside 27 Kings Dam still ongoing, the parish council are not happy with the Broads Authority response.  Highways have visited to effect repair but the council are not confident this will solve the issue and will pursue to rectify before the next heavy rainfall. 
Report received from David Bracey regarding the playground.  Remedy of minor actions required, clerk asked to get the Mole Pest man to visit again and ask Clinks Farm if they could address the issue of rabbit scrapings when they cut the grass. 

Drain by bus stop, previously reported but no action so far – report again.
Cllr Ward said that the potholes at The Boundaries still need addressing despite previous reporting and the footpath from the Geldeston Road to the Old Yarmouth Road needs cutting.
Clerk to find out when the old phone boxes will be removed.
